To vote for a qualified write-in candidate, fill in the oval to the left of “Write-in” and print the name clearly on the line.
Do not vote for more choices than the number indicated.

You may vote in as many or as few contests as you want.

A mistake in one contest does not affect the rest of the ballot.

If you make a mistake, call the Elections Office at 650.312.5222 to request another ballot, or inform a Vote Center worker.
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This ballot does not include presidential candidates because you are registered as a No Party Preference voter.
If you want to vote for a presidential candidate, DO NOT USE this ballot for voting.

The following parties allow a No Party Preference voter to vote in their presidential primaries: American Independent,
Democratic and Libertarian.

If you want to vote for one of these parties’ presidential candidates, you may request that a partisan ballot be mailed to
you by visiting www.smcvote.gov, emailing registrar@smcacre.gov or calling/texting 650.312.5222. You may also request
a different ballot at any Vote Center in the county.

For your ballot to be mailed to you in time, you must request a party ballot by February 27, 2024. If you miss this deadline,
you may go to a Vote Center to request a partisan ballot, or you may print a Remote Accessible Vote by Mail ballot from
the San Mateo County Elections website at www.smcvote.gov.

If you want to vote in the Green, Peace and Freedom or Republican presidential primary election, you must update your
voter registration to that party.
